In Malaysia, the Healing Rooms Ministries 
(HRM) comprise trained team members 
and intercessors from several churches in 
the Klang Valley. We praise the Lord Jesus 
for many of the divine Healing Rooms Min-
istries was established in 2005. To date over 
3,000 different individuals including non-
Christians have come for Healing prayers. 
  There are 2 HRMs in Klang Valley, the other 
being in New Life Sanctuary, G-G02, Data-
ran Glomac, Pusat Bandar Kelana Jaya, 
Petaling Jaya.
